Note: These are estimated amounts. Many of our blocks are improvisational in nature, so you may
wish to buy a little more than is listed here.

Color 1 ~ Y2 yard or 4 fat eighths (Orange in example)
e Color?2 ~ Y2 yard or 4 fat eighths (Purple in example)
e Color3 ~ Y2 yard or 4 fat eighths (Yellow in example)
e Color4 ~ Y2 yard or 4 fat eighths (Coral/Red in example)
e Background Color  ~ 5 yards
e Batting: Twin sized precut OR 12 17” squares, and ~1 % yard for the borders.
e Backing Fabric ~ 5 Vi yards OR 12 18” squares and ~1 4 yard for the borders
e Binding ~ Y2 yard
